During his earthly life, Jesus trusted in the Father to sustain and guide him.  Jesus also submitted to 
the Spirit of God to move through Him to touch the lives of the people. In this way, Jesus provides 
for us a model of living by the Spirit of God. The fundamental difference between Jesus (in His 
humanity) and the rest of us can be found in one word, “trust.” The effect of this difference is that 
the emotions and desires of Jesus are rooted in His trust in the Father.  While our emotions and 
desires are rooted in an unwavering trust in us.  Jesus overcame our sin of self-trust through being 
human and yet trusting in God during His life completely and perfectly.  In this way, Jesus is our 
Savior (representing us before God the Father) by applying His righteousness to us when we trust 
in Him as our Savior.  As you can see, Jesus is so much more than just an example.  Jesus is our Lord 
and Savior.  Jesus is an image we can look to that is real enough for real life.
